The  Committee  finds  that  the  Company
has, in contravening the guidelines of the
CVC,  diluted  the  tender  conditions
blatantly  by reducing the  interest  rate  on
mobilisation  advance.  The  Committee,
therefore  suggests  that  the  Company
should be meticulous in complying with all
tender conditions.

The Company is strictly adhering to the norms insisted in CVC
guidelines  while  tendering  the  works.  The interest  rate  now
recovered  for  mobilization  advance  is  12% instead  of  11%
recovered  earlier.  The  Company  has  taken  sufficient
precautions in tendering, so as to avoid such circumstances in
future.
